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Book of REVELATION

--(Apocalypse is the Greek word for Revelation) --

CHAPTER 1

1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ --which God gave unto him (John), to show unto his
servants/disciples/followers --things which must shortly come to pass; and he sent and
signified it by his Angel unto his servant John:

2 Who bare record of the Word of God, and of the Testimony of Jesus Christ, and of all
things that he saw.

3 Blessed is the person that --reads, and hears the words of this prophecy, and
keeps/remembers --those things which are written therein: for the time is at hand.

4 John to the Seven Churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and Peace, from
God --which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the Seven Spirits which
are before his throne.

5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead,
and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that

--Loved Us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood,

6 And has made us --Kings and Priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and
dominion for ever and ever. Amen.

7 Behold, Jesus Christ comes with clouds --and Every Eye --shall see him, and they also
which pierced him: and --All peoples of the earth --shall wail because of him. Even so,
Amen.

8 I am Alpha and Omega --the Beginning and the Ending --says the Lord, which is, and
which was, and which is to come, the Almighty.

9 1 John, who also am your brother, and companion --in Tribulation --and in the
Kingdom/of God and patience of Jesus Christ, was in the isle that is called Patmos, --for
the Word of God, and for the Testimony of Jesus Christ.

10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord's Day, and heard behind me,
--a Great Voice, as of a trumpet.
11 Saying --1 am Jesus Christ --the Alpha and Omega, the first and the last --

--What you see, write in a book, and send it unto the --Seven Churches which are in
Asia: unto Ephesus, and unto Smyrna, and unto Pergamos, and unto Thyatira, and unto
Sardis, and unto Philadelphia, and unto Laodicea.

12 And | turned to see the voice that spoke with me. And being turned, | saw Seven
Golden Candlesticks.



13 And in the midst of the Seven Candlesticks was one like unto the Son of Man (Jesus
Christ), clothed with a garment/robe down to the foot, and gird about the chest area with
a golden girdle.

14 His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and
--his Eyes were --as a Flame of Fire.

15 And his Feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and
--His --Voice as the Sound --of many waters/waterfalls.

16 And he had in his right hand Seven Stars: and out of his Mouth --went a sharp two-
edged Sword (Word of God)--

and his Countenance/face --was as the Sun shines/brightly in its strength/power.

17 And when | saw Him, | fell at His feet as dead. And He laid his right hand upon me,
saying unto me, Fear Not --1 am the First and the Last.

18 I am He that lives, and was dead; and, behold, | Am alive for --evermore/eternally,
Amen; and have the --Keys --of Hell and of Death.

19 Write the things which you have seen, and the things which are, and the things which
shall be hereafter.

20 The mystery of the Seven Stars which you saw in my right hand, and the Seven
Golden Candlesticks. The Seven Stars --are the Angels of the Seven Churches: and the
Seven Candlesticks --which you saw --are the Seven Churches.

CHAPTER 2

Unto the Angel of the Church of EPHESUS write; These things says He that holds the
Seven Stars in his right hand, who walks in the midst of the seven golden candlesticks.

2 | know --your Works --and your Labor, and your Patience,

and how you can Not bear/stand them which are Evil: and you have tried/tested them
which say --they are apostles, and are Not --and has found them Liars:

3 And has borne, and has Patience, and for my Name's sake have Labored, and have Not
Fainted.

4 Nevertheless | have somewhat against you --because you have
--Left your First Love--
5 Remember therefore from where --you are Fallen,

--and Repent/be sorry/change --and do the First Works --or else 1/Jesus Christ will come
unto you quickly, and will Remove your candlestick/church out of its place,

--except you Repent.



6 But this you have, that you Hate the deeds of the Nicolaitanes, --which | also Hate.
7 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the churches.

To the Person/Saint that Overcomes --1 will give to eat of --the Tree of Life, which is in
the midst of the Paradise of God.

8 And unto the Angel of the Church in SMYRNA write, These things says the first and
the last, which was dead, and is alive;

9 I know your Works, and Tribulation,

and Poverty/of money and possessions --but you are- --actually, --really Rich in Me and
--my Rewards in Heaven for you.

And I know the Blasphemy of them which say they are Jews, and are Not, --but are of
the synagogue of satan.

10 Fear None --of those things which you Shall Suffer: behold, the devil shall cast some
of you into Prison, that you may be --Tried and Tested; and you shall have Tribulation
ten days:

--be Faithful/keep the Faith --unto Death --and | will give --you the Crown of Life --

11 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the Churches;
--Whoever Overcomes --shall Not be Hurt/destroyed of the Second Death/hell.

12 And to the Angel of the Church in PERGAMOS write; --These things says He
which has the Sharp Sword/Word of God --with two edges.

14 | have a few things against you --because you have there those

--that hold the Doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac to cast a stumbling-block before
the children of Israel --to eat things Sacrificed unto ldols --and to Commit Sexual Sins.

Please Note: (The Nicolaitanes cult, the Jezebelites cult, and Baalim cult: were all
basically the same Doctrine of --Sacrificing to Idols and doing Sexual Sins were good
things to do. They infiltrated Christian churches and spread their wicked teachings
among parishioners/saints.)

15 So have you also them --that hold the doctrine of the Nicolaitanes, which thing |
Hate.

16 -- Repent --or else I will come unto you quickly and will fight against them with the
Sword of my Mouth/Word of God.

17 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the Churches;



--To the Person/Saint --that Overcomes —I will give to--
--Eat of the Hidden Manna (God's Divine Wisdom & Knowledge of all things), and will

give them a White Stone, and in the stone --a New Name-- written --which no person
knows except the one who receives it.

18 And unto the Angel of the Church in THYATIRA write, --These things says the
Son of God, who has his Eyes --like unto a Flame of Fire, and his Feet --are like fine
brass.

19 | know your Works --of charity, and service, and faith, and your patience, and your
works; and the last to be more than the first.

20 Notwithstanding | have a few things against you, --because you allow that woman--
Jezebel, which calls herself a prophetess, to Teach and to Seduce --my Servants to
commit Sexual Sins, and to eat things Sacrificed unto ldols.

21 And | gave her space to Repent of her Sexual Sins; and she --Repented Not.
13 I know your Works, and where you dwell, even where satan's seat is: and

-- you Hold On tightly to my Name, and have Not --Denied my Faith, even in those
days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where satan
dwells.

22 Behold, I will cast her (Jezebel) into a bed, and them that commit Sexual Sins with
her into great Tribulation, except they --Repent --of their evil Deeds/sins.

23 And | will kill her children with death; and All the Churches shall know that,
--1 am He which searches the Reins/thoughts, emotions, and Hearts: and
--1 will Give unto every one of you --according to --Your Works.

24 But unto you | say, and unto the rest in Thyatira, as many as have not this doctrine,
and which have not known the depths of satan, as they speak; “I will put upon you none
other burden.”

25 “But that which you have already --Hold onto Tightly/Abide in Me --until I come
for you™.”

26 And the person/Saint—who Overcomes --and Keeps/does/obeys

--my Works & Words/commandments unto the End --to them --will

--| give Power/authority --Over the Nations:

27 And --They (God's Overcoming Saints) --shall Rule them/the nations in the
Millennium with a rod of iron/complete authority; as the vessels of a potter shall they be
broken to shivers: even as | received of my Father.



28 And | will give them/overcoming Saints --the Morning Star/a high reward in Heaven.

29 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the Churches.

CHAPTER 3

And unto the Angel of the Church in SARDIS write: These things says Jesus Christ
that has the seven Spirits of God, and the seven stars; | know your Works,

2 Be Watchful, and Strengthen --the things which remain, that are ready to die: for |
have Not found --your Works Perfect --before God.

3 Remember therefore how you have received and heard, and
--hold fast/Abide in Me and Repent/of your evil works.--

If therefore you --Don't Watch/and aren't ready --1 will come on you as a Thief
--and you won't know what hour I will come upon/for you.

4 You have a few names even in Sardis --which have --Not Defiled their
Garments/Bodies --and they shall walk/fellowship with me in White --for they are

Worthy.

5 --Whoever Overcomes --the same shall be clothed in White/bright
Raiment/clothes/robes; and

--1 will Not Blot Out --their Name --out of the Book of Life,
--but | will Confess their Name --before my Father, and before his Angels.

6 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the Churches.

7 And to the Angel of the Church in PHILADELPHIA write --These things says,
He that is Holy, He that is True, He that has the key of David,
He/Jesus Christ --that opens, and no person shuts; and shuts, and no person opens.

8 I know your Works: behold, I have set before you an Open Door, and --No Person can
shut it: for you have a little strength, and have --Kept/obeyed my Word, and have

--Not Denied my Name.

9 Behold, I will make them of the synagogue of satan, which say they are Jews, and are
not, but do Lie; behold, I will make them to come and worship before your feet, and to
know that | have Loved You.

10 Because you_have Kept the Word of My Patience/Endured for God, --1 also will Keep
You from the --Hour of Temptation --which shall come upon all the world, to try and test
them that dwell upon the earth.




11 Behold, | come quickly --hold that fast/don't lose it --which you have --

--Beware! --that no person(s) --Take/steal through deception --your Crown of
Righteousness.

12 Whoever Overcomes --will | make a Pillar in the Temple of my God, and they shall
go no more out: and | will write upon them the Name of my God, and the name of the
City of my God, which is New Jerusalem, which comes down out of Heaven from my
God. And | will write upon them --my New Name.

13 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the Churches.

14 And unto the Angel of the Church of the LAODICEANS write; These things says
the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the Beginning of the creation of God;

15 | know Your Works/L ife --that you are --Neither Cold nor Hot --
--1 would that you were either --Cold or Hot.
16 So then because you are Lukewarm, and --

--Neither Cold nor Hot --1 will Spit (Momit) --you out of my mouth.

17 Because you say, | am Rich --and increased with goods/money, gold and have need of
nothing; and --Are Ignorant that you are/in reality--

--Wretched, and Miserable, and Poor (in God's Riches), and Blind, and Naked:

18 | counsel you to buy of me Gold (Obeying and doing good works for me) --tried in
the Fire (The trying/Testing of Your Faith is more precious/valuable --than the Gold that
perishes),

--that you may be Rich/in God; and White Raiment/God's Holiness --that you may be
Clothed, and that the shame of your Nakedness does not appeatr;

-- and anoint/wash your eyes with Eye-Salve --that you may See.

19 As many as | Love --I rebuke and chasten (Correct and Spank): be zealous therefore,
and Repent/be sorry and obey.

20 Behold, I/Jesus Christ stand at the door, and Knock: if any person hears my voice,
and opens the door/their heart, I will come into them, and Fellowship with them, and
they with me.

21 Whoever Overcomes --1 will grant --to Sit with Me in My Throne --even as | also
Overcame and am set down with my Father in his Throne.

22 Whoever has an ear, let them hear what the Spirit says unto the churches.



CHAPTER 4

After this | looked, and behold, a Door was Opened in Heaven: and the first Voice which
| heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me; which said,

--Come up here, and | will show you things/events which must be hereafter/later.

2 And immediately | was in the Spirit: and behold,--

--a Throne was set in Heaven, and --God sat on the Throne.
3 And he that sat was to look upon like a jasper and a sardine stone: and there was a
--Rainbow round about the throne, in sight like unto an emerald.

4 And round about the throne were four and twenty seats: and upon the seats | saw four
and twenty Elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and they had on their heads crowns
of gold.

5 And out of the Throne --proceeded lightnings and thundering and voices: and there
were Seven Lamps of Fire --burning before the throne,

--which are --the Seven Spirits of God.

6 And before the Throne there was a --Sea of Glass --like unto Crystal/pure and
shinning: and in the midst of the throne, and round about the throne, were four beasts
full of eyes before and behind.

7 And the first beast was like a lion, and the second beast like a calf, and the third beast
had a face as a man, and the fourth beast was like a flying eagle.

8 And the Four Beasts had each of them six wings about him; and they were full of eyes
within: and they rest not day and night, saying --Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty,
which was, and is, and is to come.

9 And when those beasts give glory and honor and thanks to him/God that sat on the
Throne, who lives for ever and ever,

10 The four and twenty Elders fall down before him that sat on the throne, and Worship
him/God --that lives for ever and ever, and Cast their crowns before the throne, saying,

11 You are worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honor and power: for you have created
all things, and for Your Pleasure --they are and were created.

CHAPTER 5

And I saw in the right hand of Him/God that sat on the throne a Book --written within
and on the backside, sealed with Seven Seals.

2 And | saw a strong Angel proclaiming with a loud voice,
--Who is worthy to Open the Book? --and to loose/let go the Seals thereof?



3 And no person in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the
book, neither to look thereon.

4 And | wept much, because no person was found worthy to open and to read the book,
neither to look thereon.

5 And one of the Elders saith unto me, “Weep not: behold, --the Lion of the tribe of
Judah/Jesus Christ, the Root of David --hath prevailed/overcome to open the Book --and
to loose the Seven Seals thereof.”

6 And | beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst
of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and Seven Eyes,
which are the Seven Spirits of God --sent forth into all the earth.

7 And he came and took the Book out of the right hand of him that sat upon the throne.

8 And when he/Jesus Christ had taken the Book, the four beasts and four and twenty
elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and --golden vials
full of odors, which are --the Prayers of Saints.

9 And they sung a new song, saying, --You (Jesus Christ) are worthy to take the Book,
and to Open the Seals thereof: for you were slain, and --has Redeemed us to God by
Your Blood --out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation.

10 And has made us unto our God --Kings and Priests --and we Shall Reign on the
Earth/In the 1,000 year Kingdom/Millennium of Jesus Christ.

11 And | beheld, and I heard the voice of Many Angels round about God's Throne and
the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was --ten thousand times ten thousand,
and --thousands of thousands.

12 Saying with a Loud Voice --"Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and
riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing.”

13 And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and
such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard | saying --Blessing, and honor, and
glory, and power, be unto God that sits upon the Throne, and unto the Lamb/Jesus Christ
for ever and ever.

14 And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders fell down and
Worshiped him that lives for ever and ever.

CHAPTER G

Now | saw when the Lamb/Jesus Christ opened the --1st Seal --and | heard one of the
four living creatures saying with a voice like thunder, “Come and see.” 2 And | looked,
and behold --a White Horse --He who sat on it had a bow; and a crown was given to him
and he went out conquering and to conquer/countries to make wars.




3 When He opened the --Second Seal --1 heard the second living creature saying, “Come
and see.” 4 Another Horse --fiery Red --went out and it was granted to the one who sat
on it --to take Peace from the Earth --and --that people should Kill one another; and
there was given to him a Great Sword/wars, murders, violence is everywhere.

5 When He opened the --Third Seal --1 heard the third living creature say, “Come and
see.” S0, | looked, and behold, a Black Horse --and he who sat on it had a pair of Scales
in his hand/for a Bad Famine on the Earth. 6 And | heard a voice in the midst of the four
living creatures saying, “A quart of wheat for a denarius, and three quarts of barley for a
denarius; and do not harm the oil and the Wine.

7 When He opened the --Fourth Seal --1 heard the voice of the fourth living creature
saying, “Come and see.” 8 So | looked, and behold, a Pale Horse --And the name of him
who sat on it was Death, and Hades followed with him. And --Power was given to them
over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword/weapons, with hunger, with death, and by
the beasts of the earth.

9 When He opened the --Fifth Seal --1 saw under the altar/in Heaven --the Souls of
those who had been Slain/killed/ --for the Word of God --and for the --Testimony which
they held.

10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, “How long, O Lord, holy and true, until
You judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?”

11 Then --a White Robe/God's Righteousness and Holiness --was given to each of them;
and it was said to them that they should Rest a little while longer, until both the number
of their fellow servants and saints, who would be Killed --as they were, was completed.

12 | looked when He opened the --Sixth Seal --and behold, there was --a Great
Earthquake; and the Sun became black as sackcloth of hair --and the Moon became like
blood.

13 And the Stars of Heaven --fell to the earth, as a fig tree drops its late figs when it is
shaken by a mighty wind.

14 --Then the Sky --receded as a Scroll --when it is rolled up,
--and every mountain and island was moved out of its place.

15 And the kings of the earth, the great people, the rich people, the commanders, the
mighty people, every slave and every free person, hid themselves in the caves and in the
rocks of the mountains, 16 and said to the mountains and rocks, “Fall on us and Hide us
from --the Face of Him who Sits on the Throne and from the Wrath of the Lamb!”

17 --"For the Great Day of His Wrath --has come --and who is able to Stand before
Him?”



CHAPTER 7

After these things --1 saw Four Angels --standing at the four corners of the earth---
Holding the Four Winds of the earth, that the Winds should Not Blow on the earth, on
the sea, or on any tree. 2 Then | saw another Angel ascending from the east, having the
Seal of the living God. And he cried with a loud voice to the four Angels to whom it was
granted to harm the earth and the sea, 3 saying, “Do not harm the earth, the sea, or the
trees till we have Sealed the Servants of our God --on their foreheads.”

4 And | heard the number of those who were Sealed. One hundred and forty-four
thousand of all the tribes of the children of Israel were sealed:

5 of the tribe of Judah twelve thousand were sealed:;
of the tribe of Reuben twelve thousand were sealed;
of the tribe of Gad twelve thousand were sealed;

6 of the tribe of Asher twelve thousand were sealed:;
of the tribe of Naphtali twelve thousand were sealed;
of the tribe of Manasseh twelve thousand were sealed;
of the tribe of Joseph twelve thousand were sealed;

of the tribe of Benjamin twelve thousand were sealed.

7 of the tribe of Simeon twelve thousand were sealed:;
of the tribe of Levi twelve thousand were sealed;
of the tribe of Issachar twelve thousand were sealed:;

8 of the tribe of Zebulun twelve thousand were sealed; clothed with white robes, with
palms in their hands.

9 After these things | looked, and behold --a Great Multitude --which no one could
number --of All nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues --standing before God's Throne and

before the Lamb/Jesus Christ,

10 and crying out/yelling with a loud voice, saying, “Salvation belongs to our God who
sits on the Throne, and to the Lamb!” 11 All the Angels stood around the throne and the
elders and the four living creatures, and fell on their faces before the throne and
worshiped God, 12 saying:

“Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom,
Thanksgiving and honor and power and might,
Be to our God forever and ever.

Amen.”

13 Then one of the Elders answered, saying to me,

--“Who are these arrayed in White Robes --and where did they come from?”
14 And I said to him, “Sir, you know.”

So, he said to me --These are the ones who come out of Great Tribulation




--and washed their robes and made them white in the Blood of the Lamb.

15 Therefore they are before the Throne of God and serve Him day and night in His
temple. And He who sits on the throne will dwell among them. 16 They shall neither
hunger anymore nor thirst anymore; the sun shall not strike them, nor any heat; 17 for
the Lamb who is in the midst of the throne will Shepherd Them and lead them to living
fountains of waters. And,

God will Wipe Away --All Tears from their eyes/painful, hurtful memories-forever.

CHAPTER 8

8 When he opened the --Seventh Seal --there was Silence in Heaven for about half an
hour.

2 And | saw the Seven Angels who stand before God, and Seven Trumpets were given to
them.

3 Another Angel, who had a golden censer, came and stood at the altar. He was given
much incense to offer --with the Prayers of all God’s people/saints --on the golden altar
in front of the Throne. 4 The smoke of the incense, together with the Prayers of God’s
people, went up before God from the Angel’s hand.

5 Then the Angel took the censer, filled it with Fire from the altar, and hurled it on the
earth; and there came —peals/roars of thunder, rumblings, flashes of lightning and an
earthquake.

6 Then the Seven Angels who had the Seven Trumpets prepared to sound them.

7 The First Angel sounded his Trumpet, and --there came hail and fire mixed with blood,
and it was hurled down on the earth.

. --A Third of the Earth --was Burned Up,
--a Third of the Trees were burned up,

and All the Green Grasses were burned up.

8 The Second Angel sounded his Trumpet --and something like a --huge
mountain/meteorite, all ablaze, was thrown into the sea/ocean.

--A Third of the Oceans turned into blood,

9 AThird of the Living Creatures/fishes in the Oceans died --and a Third of the Ships
were destroyed.

10 The Third Angel sounded his Trumpet.
--And a Great Star/meteorite, blazing like a torch,
fell from the sky on a Third of the Rivers and on the Springs/lakes of water—




11 the name of the Star is Wormwood.

--A Third of the Waters turned Bitter/poisonous, and many People Died from the waters
that had become bitter.

12 The Fourth Angel sounded his Trumpet, and--

--a Third of the Sun was struck, a Third of the moon, and a Third of the stars,
-- 50 that a Third of Them/sun, moon, stars --turned Dark.

--A Third of the Day was Without Light/pitch black, and also a Third of the Night/pitch
black/can't see or move.

13 As | watched, | heard an Angel that was flying through the midst of Heaven --call out
in a loud voice: “Woe! Woe! Woe to the inhabitants of the earth, because of the trumpet
blasts about to be sounded by the other three Angels.

CHAPTER9

Then_the Fifth Angel sounded: --And | saw a Star fallen from Heaven to the Earth. To
him was given --The Key to the Bottomless Pit/a hideous Prison but not the Lake of
Fire. 2 And he --Opened the Bottomless Pit --and smoke arose out of the pit like the
smoke of a great furnace.

So, the sun and the air were darkened because of the smoke of the pit.
3 Then out of the smoke Locusts --came upon the earth.
And to them was given Power --as the Scorpions of the earth have power.

4 They were Commanded Not to Harm --the grass of the earth, or any green thing, or
any tree --but only Harm those people who do Not Have --the Seal of God on their
foreheads.

5 And they were Not given authority to kill them, but to Torment them for five months.
Their torment was like the torment of a scorpion when it strikes a person.

6 In those days people will Seek Death --and will Not find it.
--They will desire to die --and death will flee from them.

7 The shape of the Locusts was like horses prepared for battle. On their heads were
crowns of something like gold, and their faces were like the faces of men. 8 They had
hair like women’s hair, and their teeth were like lions’ teeth. 9 And they had breastplates
like breastplates of iron, and the sound of their wings was like the sound of chariots with
many horses running into battle.

10 They had tails like scorpions, and there were stings in their tails. Their power was to
hurt people five months. 11 And they had as King over them the Angel of the bottomless
pit, whose name in Hebrew is Abaddon, but in Greek he has the name Apollyon.



12 One woe is past. Behold, still two more woes are coming after these things.

13 Then the Sixth Angel sounded --And | heard a voice from the four horns of the
golden altar which is before God, 14 saying to the sixth Angel who had the trumpet,

--“Release the Four Angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates.”

15 So the Four Angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and year,
were released --to Kill a third of mankind.

16 Now the number of the army of the horsemen --was two hundred million. | heard the
number/sound of them.

17 And thus | saw the horses in the vision: those who sat on them had breastplates of
fiery red, hyacinth blue, and sulfur yellow; and the heads of the horses were like the
heads of lions; and out of their mouths came --Fire, smoke, and hot sulfur/brimstone.

18 By these Three Plagues --a Third of Mankind was killed—by the fire and the smoke
and the brimstone which came out of their mouths. 19 For their power is in their mouth
and in their tails; for their tails are like serpents, having heads; and with them they do
harm.

20 But the rest of mankind, who were Not Killed by these plagues,

--did Not Repent of --the evil works/sinning of their hands, that they should Not
worship demons, and idols of gold, silver, brass, stone, and wood, which can neither see
nor hear nor walk.

21 And they did Not Repent/be sorry and quit sinning --of their Murders or their
Sorceries, or their Sexual Immorality, or their Thefts.

CHAPTER 10

| saw still another Mighty Angel coming down from Heaven, clothed with a cloud. And
a Rainbow was on his head, his Face was like the Sun, and his feet like pillars of Fire.

2 He had a Little Book open in his hand.

And he set his right foot on the sea --and his left foot on the land,

3 and cried with a loud voice, as when a Lion Roars. When he cried out, seven thunders
uttered their voices. 4 Now when the seven thunders uttered their voices, | was about to
write; but I heard a Voice from Heaven saying to me, --“Seal up the things which the
seven thunders uttered, and do not write them.”

5 The Angel whom | saw standing on the sea and on the land raised up his hand to
Heaven 6 and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, who created heaven and the
things that are in it, the earth and the things that are in it, and the oceans and the things
that are in it, that there should be delay no longer, 7 but in the days of the sounding of
the seventh Angel, when he is about to sound, the mystery of God would be finished, as



He declared to His servants the prophets.

8 Then the Voice which | heard from Heaven spoke to me again and said --“Go, take the
little book which is open in the hand of the Angel who stands on the sea and on the
earth.”

9 So I went to the Angel and said to him, “Give me the little book.”

And he said to me, “Take and eat it; and it will make your stomach bitter, but it will be
as sweet as honey in your mouth.”

10 Then I took the little book out of the Angel’s hand and ate it, and it was as sweet as
honey in my mouth. But when | had eaten it, my stomach became bitter. 11 And he said
to me, ““You must prophesy again about many peoples, nations, tongues, and kings.”

CHAPTER 11

1 Then | was given a reed like a Measuring Rod. And the Angel stood, saying, --“Rise
and measure the temple of God, the altar, and those who worship there. 2 But leave out
the court, which is outside the temple, and do not measure it, for it has been given to the
Gentiles. And they will tread the holy city underfoot for forty-two months.

3 And | will give Power to my --Two Witnesses --and they will Prophesy one thousand
two hundred and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth.”

4 These are the two olive trees and the two lamp stands standing before the God of the
earth. 5 And if anyone wants to harm them, fire proceeds from their mouth and devours
their enemies. And if anyone wants to harm them, they must be killed in this manner.

6 These have power to shut heaven, so that no rain falls in the days of their prophecy;
and they have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to strike the earth with all
plagues, as often as they desire.

7 When they Finish their Testimony, the Beast that ascends out of the Bottomless Pit will
make war against them, overcome them, and kill them. 8 And their dead bodies will lie
in the street of the great city (Jerusalem) which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt,
where also our Lord was crucified.

9 Then those from the peoples, tribes, tongues, and nations will see their dead bodies
three-and-a-half days, and not allow their dead bodies to be put into graves. 10 And
those who dwell on the earth will rejoice over them, make merry, and send gifts to one
another --because these two prophets tormented those who dwell on the earth.

11 Now after the three-and-a-half days the breath of life from God entered them/The
Two Witnesses --and they stood on their feet, and great fear fell on those who saw them.
12 And they heard a Loud Voice from Heaven saying to them, “Come up here.” And
they ascended to heaven in a cloud, and their enemies saw them.

13 In the same hour there was a great Earthquake, and a tenth of the city fell. In the



earthquake seven thousand people were killed, and the rest were afraid and gave glory to
the God of heaven. 14 The second woe is past. Behold, the third woe is coming quickly.

15 Then the Seventh Angel sounded: And there were loud voices in heaven, saying,
“The kingdoms of this world have become the Kingdoms of our Lord.

--and of His Christ, and He shall reign forever and ever!” 16 And the twenty-four elders
who sat before God on their thrones fell on their faces and worshiped God,

17 Saying:

“We give You thanks, O Lord God Almighty,

The One who is and who was and who is to come,

Because You have taken Your great power and reigned.

18 The nations were angry, and Your Wrath has come,

And the time of the dead, that they should be judged,

And that --You should Reward Your-servants --the prophets and the saints,
And those --who Fear Your Name --small and great,

And should destroy those who destroy the earth.”

19 Then the Temple of God was opened in Heaven, and the Ark of His Covenant was
seen in His temple. And there were lightnings, noises, thunderings, an earthquake, and
great hail.

CHAPTER 12
And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun, and the
moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars (12 Tribes of Israel)

2 And she being with child cried, travailing in birth, and pained to be delivered.

3 And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red Dragon, having
seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.

4 And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth:
and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour
her child as soon as it was born.

5 And she brought forth a man child (Jesus Christ), who was to rule all nations with a
rod of iron: and her child was caught up unto God, and to his throne.

6 And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a place prepared of God, that
they should feed her there a thousand two hundred and threescore days.

7 And there was War in Heaven: Michael and his Angels fought against the
Dragon/satan; and the dragon fought with his evil angels,

8 And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in Heaven.
9 And the great Dragon was cast out, that old serpent --called the devil, and satan, which



deceives the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels/demons were
cast out with him.

10 And I heard a loud voice saying in Heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and
the Kingdom of our God, and the Power of his Christ: for the Accuser of our
Brethren/saints of God is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.

11 And they/the Saints of God -- Overcame him/satan by the Blood of the Lamb,
and by the Word of Their Testimony/lives --
--and they Loved Not-their Lives --unto their deaths.

12 Therefore rejoice, ye Heavens, and you that dwell in them. Woe to the peoples of the
earth and of the oceans --for the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath,
because he knows that he has but a short time.

13 And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the woman
which brought forth the man child.

14 And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the
wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time,
from the face of the serpent.

15 And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that he might
cause her to be carried away of the flood.

16 And the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed up
the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth.

17 And the dragon/devil was wroth with the woman and went to make War with the
remnant of her seed/Christians, --which Keep/do the Commandments/Word/will of God,
and have the Testimony of Jesus Christ.

CHAPTER 13

Then | stood on the sand of the sea. And | saw a beast rising up out of the

sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and on his horns ten crowns, and on his heads
a blasphemous name. 2 Now the beast which | saw was like a leopard, his feet were
like the feet of a bear, and his mouth like the mouth of a lion. The dragon gave him his
power, his throne, and great authority.

3 And | saw one of his heads as if it had been mortally wounded, and his deadly wound
was healed. And all the world marveled and followed the beast. 4 So they worshiped the
dragon who gave authority to the beast; and they worshiped the beast,

saying, “Who is like the beast? Who is able to make war with him?”

5 And he was given a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies, and he was given
authority to continue for forty-two months. 6 Then he opened his mouth in blasphemy



against God, to blaspheme His name, His tabernacle, and those who dwell in

heaven. 7 It was granted to him to make war with the saints and to overcome them.

And authority was given him over every tribe, tongue, and nation. 8 All who dwell on
the earth will worship him, --whose names have Not been written in the Book of Life of
the Lamb-- slain from the foundation of the world.

9 If anyone has an ear, let them hear. 10 He who leads into captivity shall go into
captivity; he who kills with the sword must be killed with the sword. Here is
the patience and the faith of the saints.

11 Then I saw another beast coming up out of the earth, and he had two horns like a
lamb and spoke like a dragon. 12 And he exercises all the authority of the first beast in
his presence and causes the earth and those who dwell in it to worship the first

beast, whose deadly wound was healed.

13 He performs great signs, so that he even makes fire come down from heaven on the
earth in the sight of men. 14 And he deceives those who dwell on the earth by those
signs which he was granted to do in the sight of the beast, telling those who dwell on the
earth to make an image to the beast who was wounded by the sword and lived. 15 He
was granted power to give breath to the image of the beast, that the image of the beast
should both speak and cause as many as would not worship the image of the beast to be
Killed.

16 He causes all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and servant,

--to receive a Mark on their right hand or on their foreheads, 17 and that no one may buy
or sell except one who has the mark or the name of the beast, or the number of his name.

18 Here is wisdom. Let whoever has understanding calculate the number of the
beast, for it is the number of a man: His number is 666.

CHAPTER 14

1Then | looked, and behold, a Lamb/Jesus Christ standing on Mount Zion, and with Him
one hundred and forty-four thousand, having His Father’s name written on their
foreheads. 2 And | heard a Voice from Heaven --like the voice --of many
waters/waterfalls, and like the Voice of Loud Thunder. And I heard the sound of harpists
playing their harps.

3 They sang as it were a New Song --before the Throne, before the four living creatures,
and the elders; and no one could learn that song except the hundred and forty-four
thousand who were redeemed from the earth.

4 These are the ones who were Not Defiled with women, for they are virgins. These are
the ones --who follow the Lamb/Jesus wherever He goes. These were redeemed from
among men, being first fruits to God and to the Lamb. 5 And in their mouth was found
no deceit/lying, for they are --without fault before the Throne of God.



6 Then | saw another Angel --flying in the midst of Heaven, having the Everlasting
Gospel to preach to those who dwell on the earth—to every nation, tribe, tongue, and
people— 7 saying with a loud voice --Fear God --and give Glory to Him--

for the hour of His Judgment has come; and
--Worship Him --who made Heaven and Earth, the oceans, and springs of water.

8 And another Angel --followed, saying, “Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great city,
because She Has Made All Nations --drink of the wine of the wrath of her
Fornication/idolatry/sexual-sins.”

9 Then a third Angel --followed them, saying with a loud voice,

If anyone worships the Beast and his image, and receives his Mark on their forehead or
on their hand,

10 they shall also drink of the wine of --the Wrath of God, which is poured out full
strength into the cup of His Indignation/righteous anger. They shall be tormented with
fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy Angels and in the presence of the Lamb.

11 And the smoke of their torment ascends forever and ever; and they have No Rest day
or night --who worship the beast and his image, and whoever receives the Mark of his
name.

12 Here is the Patience of the Saints; here are those --who keep/do the commandments
of God --and have the Faith of Jesus.

13 Then I heard a Voice from Heaven saying to me, “Write:
‘Blessed are the Dead who Die --in/with --the Lord from now on.””

“Yes,” says the Spirit, “that they/Saints may Rest from their Labors --and their
Works/good deeds --follow them.”

14 Then I looked, and behold, a white cloud, and on the cloud sat One like the Son of
man, having on His head a golden crown, and in His hand a sharp sickle. 15 And another
Angel came out of the temple, crying with a loud voice to Him who sat on the cloud,
“Thrust in Your sickle and reap, for the Time has Come for You to Reap,

--for the harvest of the earth is ripe.” 16 So He who sat on the cloud thrust in His sickle
on the earth, and the earth was reaped.

17 Then another Angel came out of the temple which is in heaven, he also having a
sharp sickle.

18 And another Angel came out from the altar, who had Power over Fire, and he cried
with a loud cry to him who had the sharp sickle, saying, “Thrust in your sharp sickle and
gather the clusters of the vine of the earth, for her grapes are fully ripe.” 19 So the Angel
thrust his sickle into the earth and gathered the vine of the earth, and threw it into the
Great Winepress of --the Wrath of God.



20 And the Winepress was trampled outside the city, and blood came out of the
Winepress, up to the horses’ bridles, for one thousand six hundred furloughs.

CHAPTER 15
1Then | saw another Sign in Heaven --great and marvelous: Seven Angels

having the --Seven Last Plagues, for in them --the Wrath of God is complete.

2 And | saw something like a Sea of Glass --mingled with Fire, and those who have the
Victory over the Beast, over his image and over his mark and over the number of his
name, standing on the Sea of Glass, having harps of God. 3 They sing the song of
Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying:

“Great and marvelous are Your works,

Lord God Almighty!

Just and true are Your ways,

O King of the saints.

4 Who shall not Fear You --O Lord and Glorify Your Name?
For You alone are Holy.

For all nations shall come and worship before You,

For Your judgments have been manifested.”

5 After these things | looked, and behold, the temple of the tabernacle of the testimony
in heaven was opened. 6 And out of the temple came the Seven Angels having the Seven
Plagues --clothed in pure bright linen, and having their chests girded with golden bands.

7 Then one of the four living creatures gave to the Seven Angels Seven golden Bowls
full of --the Wrath of God who lives forever and ever. 8 The temple was filled with
smoke from the Glory of God and from His power --and no one was able to enter the
temple till the seven plagues of the seven Angels were completed.

CHAPTER 16

1 Then I heard a loud Voice from the temple Saying to the Seven Angels --
--“Go and pour out the Bowls of the Wrath of God on the Earth.”

2 So the First Angel --went and poured out his Bowl upon the earth --and a foul and
Loathsome Sore came upon the people who had the Mark of the Beast and those who
worshiped his image.

3 Then_the Second Angel --poured out his Bowl on the Sea, and it became Blood as of a
dead person/corpse; and every living creature in the sea died.

4 Then the Third Angel --poured out his Bowl on the Rivers and Springs of Water, and
they --became Blood.




5 And | heard the Angel of the waters saying:

“You are righteous, O Lord,

The One who is and who was and who is to be,
Because You have Judged these things.

6 For they have shed the blood of saints and prophets,
And You have given them blood to drink.

For it is their just due.”

7 And I heard another from the altar saying, “Even so,

-- Lord God Almighty, True and Righteous --are Your Judgments.”

8 Then the Fourth Angel --poured out the 4th Bowl on the Sun, and power was given to
him to --scorch people with fire. 9 And people were scorched with great heat, and they
Blasphemed the Name of God who has power over these plagues.

--And they did --Not Repent and --give Him Glory.

10 Then the Fifth Angel --poured out his Bowl on the—Throne/kingdom of the Beast,
and His Kingdom became full of Darkness; and people gnawed their tongues because of
the pain. 11 They Blasphemed the God of Heaven because of their pains and their sores,

--and did --Not Repent --of Their Sinful Deeds.

12 Then the Sixth Angel --poured out his Bowl on the great river Euphrates, and its
water was dried up, so that the way of the kings from the east might be prepared. 13 And
| saw three unclean spirits like frogs coming out of the mouth of the dragon, out of the
mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.

14 For they are spirits of demons, performing Signs, which go out to the kings of the
earth and of the whole world, to gather them to

the Battle of that Great Day of God Almighty.
15 “Behold, I/Jesus Christ --am coming as a Thief.

Blessed are those --who are Always Watching for me, and keep their garments/their life's
pure/holy, lest they walk naked and become shameful.”

16 And they gathered them together to the place called in Hebrew, Armageddon.

17 Then the Seventh Angel --poured out his Bowl into the air, and a loud voice came out
of the temple of heaven, from the throne, saying, “It is Done.” 18 And there were noises
and thunderings and lightnings; and there was a Great Earthquake, such a mighty and
Great Earthquake --as had not occurred since people were on the earth.

19 Now the great city/Jerusalem-was divided into three parts, and the cities of the
nations fell.



And great Babylon was remembered before God,

--to give her the cup of the wine of the fierceness of His Wrath. 20 Then every island
fled away, and the mountains were not found.

21 And great Hail from Heaven fell upon people, each Hailstone about the weight of a
talent. People blasphemed God because of the plague of the hail, since that plague was
exceedingly great.

CHAPTER 17

1 Then one of the seven Angels who had the seven bowls came and talked with me,
saying to me, “Come, | will show you the Judgment of the Great Harlot who sits on
many waters, 2 with whom the kings/rulers of the earth committed Sexual-Idolatry Sins,
and the inhabitants of the earth were made drunk,

with the wine --of her Sexual-Idolatry/Sins.”

3 So he carried me away in the Spirit into the wilderness. And | saw a woman sitting on
a scarlet beast which was full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns.
4 The woman was arrayed in purple and scarlet, and adorned with gold and precious
stones and pearls, having in her hand a golden cup full of abominations and the filthiness
of her Sexual-Idolatry Sins.

5 And on her Forehead a name was written:

Mystery, Babylon the Great-The Mother of Whores-And of The Abominations
of the Earth.

6 | saw the woman, drunk with the blood of the saints and with the blood of the martyrs
of Jesus. And when | saw her, | marveled with great amazement.

7 But the Angel said to me, “Why did you marvel? | will tell you the mystery of the
woman and of the beast that carries her, which has the seven heads and the ten horns.

8 The beast that you saw was, and is not, and will ascend out of the bottomless pit and
go to perdition. And those who dwell on the earth will marvel, whose Names are Not
Written in the Book of Life --from the Foundation of the World, when they see the beast
that was, and is not, and yet is.

9 “Here is the Mind which has wisdom: The seven heads are seven
mountains/Continents on which the woman sits. 10 There are also seven kings/rulers.
Five have fallen, one is, and the other has not yet come. And when he comes, he must
continue a short time. 11 The Beast that was, and is not, is himself also the eighth, and is
of the seven, and is going to perdition.

12 “The ten horns which you saw are ten kings/rulers who have received no kingdom as
yet, but they receive authority for one hour as kings with the Beast. 13 These are of one
mind, and they will give their power and authority to the Beast. 14 These will make War



with the Lamb/Jesus, and the Lamb will overcome them,
--for He is Lord of lords and King of kings.
--And those who are with him are Called—and Chosen, and Faithful.

15 Then he said to me, “The waters which you saw, where the Whore sits, --are peoples,
multitudes, nations, and tongues. 16 And the ten horns which you saw on the beast, these
will hate the harlot, make her desolate and naked, eat her flesh and burn her with fire.

17 For God has put it into their hearts to fulfill His purpose, to be of one mind, and to
give their kingdom to the beast, until the words of God are fulfilled. 18 And the Woman
whom you saw --is that Great City/Country which reigns over the kings/rulers of the
earth.

CHAPTER 18

After these things | saw another Angel coming down from Heaven, having great
authority, and the earth was illuminated with his glory. 2 And he cried mightily with a
loud voice, saying, “Babylon the Great --is fallen, is fallen, and has become a dwelling
place of demons, a prison for every foul spirit, and a cage for every unclean and hated
bird.

3 “For all the Nations have drunk of the wine of the wrath of her fornication/sexual
sins/idolatry, the kings/rulers of the earth have committed Fornication with her, and the
merchants of the earth have become rich through the abundance of her luxury/pleasures.

4 And I heard another voice from heaven saying, “Come out of her, my people, lest you
share in her Sins, and lest you receive of her plagues. 5 For Her Sins have reached to
heaven, and God has remembered her iniquities. 6 Render to her just as she rendered to
you and repay her double according to her works; in the cup which she has mixed, mix
double for her.

7 In the measure that she Glorified Herself and lived luxuriously/richly, in the same
measure give her torment and sorrow; for she says in her heart --‘I sit as a Queen, and
am no widow, and will not see sorrow.’

8 Therefore her plagues will come in One Day --death and mourning and famine. And
she will be utterly burned with Fire --for strong is the Lord God who Judges her.

9 “The kings/rulers of the earth who committed Fornication/Idolatry and lived
luxuriously with her will weep and lament for her, when they see the smoke of her
burning, 10 standing at a distance for fear of her torment, saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great
city/country Babylon, that mighty city/country! For in one hour your Judgment has
come.’

11 And the Merchants of the earth will weep and mourn over her, for no one buys their
merchandise anymore: 12 merchandise of gold and silver, precious stones and pearls,



fine linen and purple, silk and scarlet, every kind of citron wood, every kind of object of
ivory, every kind of object of most precious wood, bronze, iron, and marble; 13 and
cinnamon and incense, fragrant oil and frankincense, wine and oil, fine flour and wheat,
cattle and sheep, horses and chariots, and bodies and souls of men.

14 The fruit that your soul longed for has gone from you, and all the things which are
rich and splendid have gone from you, and you shall find them no more at all.

15 The merchants of these things, who became rich by her, will stand at a distance for
fear of her torment, weeping and wailing, 16 and saying, ‘Alas, alas, that great
city/country that was clothed in fine linen, purple, and scarlet, and adorned with gold
and precious stones and pearls.

17 For in One Hour such great riches --came to Nothing.” Every shipmaster, all who
travel by ship, sailors, and as many as trade on the sea, stood at a distance 18 and cried
out when they saw the smoke of her burning, saying, ‘What is like this great
city/country?’

19 “They threw dust on their heads and cried out, weeping and wailing, and saying,
‘Alas, alas, that Great City/Country, in which all who had ships on the sea became rich
by her wealth. For in One Hour --she is made desolate.’

20 “Rejoice over her, O heaven, and you holy apostles and prophets, for God has
avenged you on her.”

21 Then a mighty Angel took up a stone like a great millstone and threw it into the
ocean, saying, “Thus with violence the great city/country Babylon shall be thrown
down, and shall not be found anymore.

22 The sound of harpists, musicians, flutists, and trumpeters shall not be heard in you
anymore. No craftsman of any craft shall be found in you anymore, and the sound of a
millstone shall not be heard in you anymore.

23 The light of a lamp shall not shine in you anymore, and the voice of bridegroom and
bride shall not be heard in you anymore.

For your merchants were the great people of the earth, for by your Sorcery/lies --all the
nations were deceived. 24 And in her was found the blood of prophets and saints, and of
all who were slain on the earth.”

CHAPTER 19

1 After these things | heard a Loud Voice of a Great Multitude in Heaven, saying, --
“Alleluia! Salvation and glory and honor and power belong to the Lord our God! 2 For
true and righteous are His Judgments, because He has judged the Great Whore who
corrupted the earth with her Fornication/Sexual Sins/ldolatry; and He has avenged on
her the blood of His servants killed by her.” 3 Again they said, “Alleluia. Her smoke
rises up forever and ever.”



4 And the twenty-four elders and the four living creatures fell down and worshiped God
who sat on the throne, saying, “Amen. Alleluia.” 5 Then a Voice came from the Throne,
saying, “Praise our God, all you His servants/saints --and those who Fear Him, both
small and great.”

6 And | heard, as it were, the voice of a Great Multitude, as the sound of many waters
and as the sound of mighty thunderings, saying, “Alleluia! For the Lord God
Omnipotent reigns! 7 Let us be glad and rejoice and give Him Glory, for the Marriage of
the Lamb/Jesus has come, and His Wife/Bride of Christ -- has made herself Ready.”

8 And to her it was granted to be arrayed in fine linen, clean and bright,

--for the Fine Linen --is the Righteous Acts/Works --of the Saints.

9 Then he said to me, “Write --‘Blessed are those who are Called to the Marriage Supper
of the Lamb.””” And he said to me, “These are the true sayings of God.” 10 And | fell at
his feet to worship him. But he said to me, “See that you do not do that. I am your fellow
servant, and of your brethren who have the testimony of Jesus. Worship God,

--For the Testimony of Jesus Christ--is the Spirit of Prophecy.”

11 Now | saw Heaven opened and behold --a White Horse. And He/Jesus Christ who sat
on him was called Faithful and True, and in Righteousness He Judges and makes War.
12 His Eyes were like a Flame of Fire, and on His Head --were Many Crowns. He had a
Name written --that no one knew except Himself.

13 He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood,

--and His Name is called --The Word of God. 14 And the Armies/Saints/Angels in
Heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, followed Him on White Horses. 15 Now
out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that with it He should strike the nations. And He
Himself will Rule them with a rod of iron. He Himself treads the winepress of the
fierceness and Wrath of Almighty God.

16 And He has on His robe and on His thigh a name written --King of Kings and
Lord of Lords.

17 Then | saw an Angel --standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to
all the birds that fly in the midst of heaven, “Come and gather together for the supper of
the great God, 18 that you may eat the flesh of kings, the flesh of captains, the flesh of
mighty men, the flesh of horses and of those who sit on them, and the flesh of all people,
free and slave, both small and great.”

19 And | saw the Beast, the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to
make war against Him who sat on the horse/Jesus and against His army. 20 Then the
Beast was captured, and with him the False Prophet who worked Signs in his presence,
by which --he deceived those who received the Mark of the Beast and those who
worshiped his image.



These Two/The Beast & False Prophet --were Cast Alive --into the Lake of Fire burning
with brimstone/sulfur. 21 And the rest were killed with the sword which proceeded from
the mouth of Him who sat on the horse. And all the birds were filled with their flesh.

CHAPTER 20

1 Then I saw an Angel coming down from heaven --having the Key to the Bottomless
Pit and a great chain in his hand. 2 He laid hold of --the dragon --that serpent of old,
who is the devil and satan, and Bound him --for a thousand years;

3 --and he cast him into --the Bottomless Pit, and shut him up,

and set a Seal on him, so that he should Deceive the nations no more until --the
thousand years were finished --But after these things he must be released for a little
while.

4 And | saw Thrones, and they that sat on them, and Judgment was committed to them.
Then | saw the Souls of those who --had been Beheaded --for Their Witness to Jesus and
for the Word of God, who had Not worshiped the beast or his image, and had Not
received his Mark on their foreheads or on their hands.

-- And they Lived and Reigned ruled --with Jesus Christ
--for a Thousand Years/the Millennium Rule of Jesus --on the earth.

5 But the rest of the dead did not live again until the thousand years were finished. This
Is the First Resurrection.

6 Blessed and holy are those who have part in the First Resurrection.

Over such the Second Death has no power, but they shall be Priests of God and of Christ
--and shall Reign/rule with Him a thousand yeatrs.

7 Now when the thousand years have expired --satan will be released from his
prison/bottomless pit --and will go out to Deceive the nations which are in the four
corners of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together to battle, whose number is
as the sand of the sea.

9 They went up from everywhere on the earth and surrounded the camp of the saints and
the beloved city. And Fire came down from God out of Heaven --and devoured them.

10 The devil, who deceived them, was cast into the Lake of Fire and brimstone where
the beast and the false prophet are. And they will be tormented day and night forever and
ever.

11 Then I saw a Great White Throne --and God who sat on it,
--from whose Face --the Earth and the Heavens fled away. And there was found no
place for them.




12 And | saw the dead, small and great, standing before God,
-- and Books were opened.
--And another Book was opened --which is the --Book of Life.

And the dead were Judged according to Their Works
--by the things which were written in the Books.

13 The oceans gave up the dead who were in them, and Death and Hades delivered up
the dead who were in them.
And they were Judged, each person --according to --Their Works.
14 Then Death and Hades were cast into the Lake of Fire.
This is the Second Death.
15 And anyone --Not Found written in the Book of Life
--was cast/thrown --into the Lake of Fire/hell.

CHAPTER 21
1 Now | saw a New Heaven and a New Earth --for the first heaven and the first earth
had passed away. Also, there was no more oceans/seas. 2 Then I, John, saw,

--the Holy City/New Jerusalem --coming down out of Heaven from God,
--prepared as a Bride adorned for her husband.

3 And I heard a loud voice from heaven saying, “Behold, the tabernacle/intimate
presence --of God is with His saints, and He will dwell/live inside with them, and they
shall be His people.

--God Himself will be with them and be their God.
4 And God will wipe away every Tear/bad memories from their eyes;
--there shall be No More --death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be No --more Pain,

--for the Former Things --have Passed Away.

5 Then He who sat on the throne said, “Behold, I make All Things New.” And He said to
me, “Write, for these words are true and faithful.”

6 And He said to me, “It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the
End. | will give of the fountain of the Water of Life freely --to those Who Thirsts.

7 Whoever Overcomes --shall --Inherit All Things, and | will be their God and they
shall be my Son.

8 But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers,
idolaters, and --All Liars --shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and
brimstone, which is --the Second Death.”



9 Then one of the seven Angels who had the seven bowls filled with the seven last
plagues came to me and talked with me, saying, “Come, I will show you the --Bride, the
Lamb’s wife.” 10 And he carried me away in the Spirit to a great and high mountain, and
showed me,

the great City, the Holy Jerusalem --descending out of Heaven from God, 11 having the
Glory of God.

Her Light was like a most precious stone, like a jasper stone, clear as crystal. 12 Also
she had a great and high wall with twelve gates, and twelve Angels at the gates, and
names written on them, which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of
Israel: 13 three gates on the east, three gates on the north, three gates on the south, and
three gates on the west.

14 Now the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were the names of the
twelve apostles of the Lamb. 15 And he who talked with me had a gold reed to measure
the city, its gates, and its wall.

16 The city is laid out as a square; its length is as great as its breadth. And he measured
the city with the reed: twelve thousand furlongs. Its length, breadth, and height are equal
(1,500 square miles in length, breadth, width, and height).

17 Then he measured its wall: one hundred and forty-four cubits, according to the
measure --of a man, that is, --of an Angel. 18 The construction of its wall was of jasper;
and --the City was Pure Gold, like clear glass.

--19 The foundations of the wall of the City were adorned with all kinds of precious
stones: the first foundation was jasper, the second sapphire, the third chalcedony, the
fourth emerald,

20 the fifth sardonyx, the sixth sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth
topaz, the tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth amethyst. 21 The
twelve gates were twelve Pearls: each Individual Gate --was of One Pearl.

--And the Street of the City --was Pure Gold --like transparent glass.
22 But | saw No Temple in it, for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its Temple.
23 The City had No need of the sun or of the moon to shine in it,

--for the Glory of God illuminated it --The Lamb is its Light. 24 And the nations of
those who are saved shall walk in its Light, and the kings of the earth bring their glory
and honor into it.

25 Its gates shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there 26 And they
shall bring the glory and the honor of the nations into it.



27 But there shall by No means Enter it anything that --defiles, or causes an abomination
--0r a L.ie,

--but only those/Enter It --who's Names --are Written in the --Lamb’s Book of Life.

CHAPTER 22
And he showed me --a pure River of Water of Life --clear as crystal, proceeding from
the Throne of God and of the Lamb.

2 In the middle of its street, and on either side of the river, was the Tree of Life --which
bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every month. The leaves of the tree were
for the Healing of the nations.

3 And there shall be no more curse, but the Throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it,
and His servants shall serve Him.

4 They shall See His Face, and --His Name --shall be on their Foreheads.

5 There shall be No Night there: They need no lamp nor light of the sun, for the Lord
God gives them Light. And they shall Reign forever and ever.

6 Then he said to me, “These words are faithful and true.” And the Lord God of the holy
prophets sent His Angel --to show His servants the things which must shortly take place.

7 “Behold, I/Jesus Christ --am coming quickly!
Blessed is the person who Keeps the Words of the Prophecy --of This Book.”

8 Now I, John, saw and heard these things. And when | heard and saw, | fell down to
worship before the feet of the Angel who showed me these things.

9 Then he/the Angel said to me, “See that you do not do that. For I am your Fellow
Servant, and of your brethren the prophets, and of those who Keep/does the Words of
This Book: --Worship God--

10 And he said to me, “Do not seal the words of the prophecy of this book, for the time
is at hand.”

11 Whoever is Unjust --let them be Unjust still.

Whoever is Filthy --let them be Filthy still.

Whoever is Righteous --let them be Righteous still.

Whoever is Holy --let them be Holy still.

12 “And behold, | am coming quickly, and

-- My Reward is with Me, --to give to everyone according to --Their Works.




13 I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End, the First and the Last.”

14 Blessed are those --who Do His Commandments --that they may have the right to the
Tree of Life and may enter through the gates into the City.

15 But outside are dogs and sorcerers and sexually immoral and murderers and idolaters,
and --whoever loves and practices a Lie.

16 “I, Jesus, have sent My Angel to testify to you these things in the churches. | am the
Root and the Offspring of David, the Bright and Morning Star.”

17 And the Spirit and the Bride say, “Come.” And let whoever hears say, “Come.” And
let whoever thirsts come. Whoever desires, let them take the Water of Life freely.

18 For | testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone
adds to these things, God will add to them the plagues that are written in this book;

19 and if anyone takes away from the Words of the Book of this prophecy, God shall
take away their part from the Book of Life, from the holy city, and from the things
which are written in this book.

20 He/Jesus Christ who testifies to these things says --“Surely I am coming quickly.”
Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus.
21 The Grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all. Amen.
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
